    Why does the progress of modem world happen so fast? Surely because progress of a particular kind is actually taking place around us and is becoming more and more obvious. Although mankind has undergone no general improvement in intelligence or morality, it has made extraordinary progress in the accumulation (积累)of knowledge.
